Velume 2 published

The seccond volume of Dr. Herzl’s Diaries publi-
shed in Hebrew by the Mizpah Publishing Company
Jerusalem, has just appeared. It comprises a pe-
riod of fifteen months, from the end of April 1896
till the beginming of June 1897. The publication
and the disscinination of the famous “Judenstadt”,
Herzl's preliminary negotiations in Constantinople
as well as in Vienna, Berlin, Paris and London, .and
the preparations to the first Zionist Congress are
the nucleous of this volume's stories.

The whole volume was translated from German
by R. Binyamin, Its make-up is very fine, simi-
lar to that of its predecessor.
